CNL PLAYING ETIQUITTE

Before the start of the season

Make sure your team captains & umpires have a copy of the league rules

Get organised at the beginning of the season with your result slips. Get your envelopes addressed & stamp put on NOW. Then you need only play the match, complete the final details & put in the post box on the way home.

Each team should have a basic first aid kit.

Games must be played on the Saturday advised on the fixtures list.

Before the start of the match

Should you believe a CNL rule is about to be broken, challenge your opposition prior to the commencement of the match. Do this in a non-aggressive manner - cool, calm and collected is best. Be understanding and flexible.

Allow the opposition time and space to warm-up prior to the match (providing the courts are available).

It is a nice gesture to shake hands with your opponent before the start of the match.

After the match

Refreshments should be provided by the home team for half time and for the end of the match.

At the end of the game opponents should shake hands with each other & the captain, say 3 cheers for the opposition and the umpires.

Umpires & Umpiring

Remember to thank the umpires. They have given up their time so you can play the game. Expenses should be paid to the umpire.

Players need to accept an umpire's decision whilst the game is in progress.  Should the team want to query a rule, the captain can speak to the umpires during an interval or after the match, in a respectful manner & accept her/his//their reply without question 
 
Don't let other players bring our game into disrepute by using foul language or behaving badly.

The whole idea of playing netball is to enjoy a skilful, competitive game and the social aspect of meeting other players is just as important.
